PREPARING CLUB REPORTS | AWARD ENTRIES
Dollars Donated — is when funds are spent from your club account.

In-kind donation — reflects the monatary value for goods provided to
programs/projects by your club or members including cash, gift
cards, or merchandise.

Each club can write up 1o 4 projects in each area. Each area has its
own report form — all forms can be downloaded from the GPWC MA
website.

Projects done for GFWC Affiliate Organizations should be added to
wour SP of CSP reports. Use the statistical form to identify by Affiliate
the activity your club did.

WHAT THE JUDGES ARE LOOKING FOR

Projects are judged on CREATIVITY. Judges look for new and different
projects or unigue ways that a project was handled. Some simple
changes can make a huge difference. Did technology share in the
sSuccess? Tell us what made a difference.

Make sure to tell the full story. Be descriptive with the details.

Share how many people were impacted. How many clubwomen
participated? Did you work with other organizations?

Start each project write up like this:

Send winners to State
Chairman, Donna Canavan postmarked by MARCH 1, 2025.

Requirements:

Typed, double-spaced, one-inch minimum margins on the top, bottom, and both sides.
Printed on white 8.5 x 11 -inch paper, one side only.

If emailed, use Microsoft Word files only.

Entries must be written during the contest year (January 1 -December 31).

Entries must include the following information on the top, right -hand corner of each

page:

Entries may not have been published prior to tfF
inal work.
A completed, signed GFWC Creative Arts Waiver must be included with each submission.

Entries are limited to one per person per category.
Short stories  are limited to 2,000 words. Word count must be indicated at the end of the

story.
Poetry entries can be any style with a minimum length of eight lines and a maximum of
50 lines.
